Note on DRC Input Values

This note describes the current position regarding input values for the carriageway DRC calculation. The input values must be entered by the user when running the UKPMS report, and are as follows:

· TINI:  The time (years, 0dp) to when deterioration is first measureable by the survey being conducted.

· TTUL: The time (years, 0dp) to when the pavement is unserviceable and needs replacement.

· Renewal Unit Rate: The average surfacing renewal rate (£/m2, 2dp)

· Average width:  The default carriageway width (m, 1dp)

Overview

The supplied values for TINI and TTUL are referred to as ‘indicative’ values, to emphasise that they are simply intended to provide a starting point for local authorities.  They are not ‘default’ or ‘recommended’ values as at this stage there is not enough information to make any firm suggestions. 

No values are supplied for the renewal unit rate. This must be established by each local authority based on their local rates.  Guidance is provided elsewhere to indicate what to consider when setting up the unit rates.

If required UKPMS can calculate the average width based on the local authority’s inventory data and/or standard UKPMS default values.  However, the user may choose to override these values by values supplied by HAMFIG for the GRC calculations.  From 2011/12 the use of default values for carriageway widths are not permitted.
TINI and TTUL
Table 1 gives a range of indicative values for TINI and TTUL.  These may be used to provide a starting point to help local authorities establish the values applicable to their network.
