Directions

For a map of how to get to Hawarden go to the official website at http://www.st-deiniols.org/
And click on Travel Information. Here you will find a regional map and a map of Hawarden Village itself.  It is advisable that you look at both these maps before setting out.
The library is located in Church Lane which if coming from Queensferry roundabout is a sharp left at the top of the junction of Gladstone Way (A550).  There will be a hairdressers in front of you at this junction, turn left here. If you go over the pedestrian crossing adjacent to the Chemist, you have gone too far.

If you are coming from Ewloe St. David’s Roundabout from the A55 (along the B5125) as you approach Hawarden Village, pass an estate agents, hairdressers and beauty salon on the right hand side (set of 3 shops) and take the third left turning.  (Ist left is opposite these shops, 2nd left is a sharp u bend, so take the 3rd left by the hairdressers before the pedestrian crossing)
If coming from Chester past Hawarden Airport (along B5125) as you come into the village pass the Glynne Arms Pub on the right and side, past the post office, hairdressers and dress hire shop on the right and turn immediately right after the pedestrian crossing.

Church Lane is quite a narrow lane and there may be cars parked in the lane.  Go to the end of the lane and the Library entrance and car parking is on the left hand side, signed ‘private’.  At the end of the lane there is St. Deniols Church, do not go in here, instead go left into the Library
